Approximately two years ago Penn
National presented a land
development plan to the Planning
Commission under the old Township
zoning ordinances. This plan was for
the purpose of preparing for the slots.
At that meeting Penn Mational
assured the Planning Commission they
had reserve capaciey in their existing
sewer plint and no changes were
needed. That plan was approved by
the Township but never recorded at
the County. Recently Penn National
submitged a revised land development
plia. In the latest plan it was
discovered that Penn Mationa! wanted
to build a new larger sewer plant and
then demolish their old plant. At the
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this plan was up for approval, but
there were questions from the public,
at this meeting and previous meeting
as to why Penn National sewage
would not go to the townships sewage
plant. At this meeting it was
discovered that our 537 plan did not
include Penn National properties. In
response to this Penn Nadonal decided
1o build a new plant the size they
currently operate. This means Penn
Natiomal most likely does not have to
go through the permitting process
with DEP . The action of the board
was a three to two vote in favor of
approval of the Penn MNational Land
Development plan.
